On behalf of our students, families, faculty, and staff, | wish you a most
blessed Easter season.

SMA is closed for Spring Break until April 8™ School resumes on Mon-
day, April 9™

In February we announced that beginning next year, SMA will become a
PreK-6" building. Since then, our faculty has been working hard to
make changes to our academic program. Below, you will find a list of
changes coming to SMA for the 2018-2019 school year.

PreK changes:

One class of PreK 3 with up to 15 students and one class of PreK 4

with up to 20 students.

Pre-K 3 will still have a choice of 3 day, 4 day, or 5 day with tuition

dependent on the amount of days.

Pre-K 4 will be one flat rate tuition, no matter how many days

students attend.

Pre-K tuition will be increased by $400 (that’s just an extra $9.00/

week).

Pre-K will also be wearing a gym uniform beginning in the 2018-

2019 school year.

K-6 changes:

1 Realignment of our multi age classes: 15%/2"9, 3¢/4™ 5t"/gth

1 Kindergarten is a hybrid between PreK and 1°/2™. If we can regis-
ter at least six Kindergarten students, we will create a separate
class, just for Kindergarten.

9 Grades 3-6 will become departmentalized and change classes.
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9 Miss Buser will teach 1%//2™, Miss Hennessy will be homeroom for
3"/4™ and Mrs. Shambo will be homeroom for 5"/6™. Miss Hen-
nessy will be responsible for teaching 3"-6" Math and

Writing. Mrs. Shambo will be responsible for teaching 3.6t
Reading and Sci/SS. Both will teach Religion.

Creating additional classes based on our students’ needs (cursive
writing, creative writing, keyboarding, enrichment).

Creating an opportunity for our students to work individually by
grade with teachers and together in multi age groupings.

Grades 3-6 will have access to their own Chromebook provided by
SMA.

5th/gth grade overnight trip to Christ the King Spiritual Life Center.
Looking at the possibility of adding an AIS math teacher to help
our students struggling with Math.

No tuition increases for grades K-6.

All plans at this point are based on numbers. If numbers change,
then more changes may be needed.
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SMA is taking registrations for the 2018-2019 school year. Do you
know a child going into PreK 6" grade who could benefit from strong,
individualized, academic and spiritual education?
